General Subject Description
	This class is structured to provide a broad range of skills and knowledge for the development and understanding of concepts applicable to performing as a part of a large instrumental ensemble in contemporary music. The exposure to these disciplines will not only expand the student’s ability to deal with the technicalities of performing in such an ensemble, but will also help develop a view or philosophy for creativity and self-expression.

Band Workshop is based around Bigband format which focuses on contemporary repertoire. Each semester we select a theme – e.g. Jazz/Rock Fusion, Latin, Swing. At the completion of this course of study, students will be able to demonstrate secure reading skills, an ensemble awareness, and the ability to collaborate on ensemble arrangements. All participants should be experienced instrumentalists who are capable of improvising and reading music. Members of the workshop will need to audition for a place in the group.
