This unit covers the competencies required to analyse a musical composition or performance in a form that is appropriate to the purpose of the analysis and its intended audience. The student will be introduced to repertoire from a broad range of styles and eras to develop awareness of style, form, and the technical elements of music (pitch, rhythm, metre, harmony, phrasing, etc). The student is often required to become familiar enough with these elements that they may sing the required excerpts from memory.

	ELEMENTS / OUTCOMES
	1. Identify the purpose of the analysis and plan the analytical methodology to be used.

2. Determine the general tonality and/or main key areas of the piece.

3. Determine the structural features of melody lines as required.

4. Determine the structure of the chords and scales in the parts of the music. Identify the harmonic structure of the piece.

5. Present or apply analysis as required.
